Disposing of Needles in Wellesley

A statewide ban on the
disposal of needles, syringes
and lancets (collectively known
as “sharps”) went into effect
July 1, 2012. The law stipulates
that disposal of sharps will not
be allowed in regular
household trash in
Massachusetts.

Wellesley residents cannot
dispose of their sharps in the
trash at the RDF, or in their
household trash collected by a
private trash hauler

Only residents may bring
sharps to the Fire Dept.

What are Household
Sharps?

Needles, syringes and lancets
used at home to inject
medicine into people or pets.

How to Store Used Sharps
Until Time of Disposal
Place sharps into approved
(usually red) sharps container,
or other sturdy, puncture and
leak-proof container (i.e. small
coffee can or rigid plastic
container). No other material
in containers.

No loose sharps!

If possible,
fill container
before
bringing it to
the kiosk or
other approved location.
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
