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ZBA 98-51
Petition of Michael and Sherri Skillman
21 Old Colony Road

Pursuant to due notice, the Special Permit Granting Authority held a Public Hearing on
Thursday, June 25, 1998 at 8 p.m. in the Selectmen’s Meeting Room (Conference Room B)
at the Town Hall, Wellesley, on the petition of MICHAEL AND SHERRI SKILLMAN
requesting a Special Permit/Finding pursuant to the provisions of Section XVII and Section
XXV of the Zoning Bylaw that the raising of the ridge line 15 feet above their existing
nonconforming sunroom to accommodate a 10.8 foot by 19.2 foot second story addition and
a 10.8 foot by 7 foot deck, with less than the required right side yard setback, at their
nonconforming dwelling with less than the required right side yard setback, at 21 OLD
COLONY ROAD, in a Single Residence District, shall not be substantially more detrimental
to the neighborhood than the existing nonconforming structure. There will be no change in
the footprint.

On June 8, 1998, the petitioners filed a request for a hearing before this Authority, and
thereafter, due notice of the hearing was given by mailing and publication.

Presenting the case at the hearing was Marcie Scudder, the project architect, who was
representing the Skillmans, who have not yet moved from California. Ms. Scudder said that
the addition would be for a master bedroom suite. There are presently 4 bedrooms in the
house, and the addition would be a fifth bedroom.

The Board noted that the Planning Board had recommended denial of the petition, as the
addition could be designed in a conforming manner. Ms. Scudder stated that the sunroom is
already nonconforming at the right rear corner. The footprint will not change.

No other person present had any comment on the petition.

Statement of Facts

The subject dwelling is located at 21 Old Colony Road, in a Single Residence District, on a
16,700 square foot lot, and has a minimum right side yard clearance of 18.1 feet from the
right rear corner.

The petitioners are requesting a Special Permit/Finding that the raising of the ridge line of
the roof 15 feet above the existing nonconforming sunroom, which has a minimum right side
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yard clearance of 18.1 feet, to accommodate a 10.8 foot by 19.2 foot second story addition
and a 10.8 foot by 7 foot second story deck, which would have a minimum right side yard
clearance of 18.1 feet, shall not be substantially more detrimental to the neighborhood than
the existing nonconforming structure. There will be no change in the footprint.

A Plot Plan dated May 15, 1998, drawn by Bruce Bradford, Professional Land Surveyor;
Floor Plans and Elevations dated May 11, 1998, drawn by Marcie Scudder of Environmental
Design; and photographs were submitted.

On June 23, 1998, the Planning Board reviewed the petition and recommended denial of the
request, as it would seem that there were other ways of designing a suitable addition to
conform to the requirements of the Zoning Bylaw.

Decision

This Authority has made a careful study of the materials submitted and the information
presented at the hearing. The subject dwelling does not conform to the current Zoning
Bylaw, as noted in the foregoing Statement of Facts.

It is the finding of this Authority that the proposed second story addition and deck will not be
substantially more detrimental to the neighborhood than the existing nonconforming structure
as they will neither intensify the existing nonconformance, nor create additional
nonconformance as there will be no change in the footprint.

Therefore, the Special Permit is granted for the second story addition and second story deck,
as voted unanimously by this Authority at the Public Hearing, subject to construction in
accordance with the submitted plot plan and construction drawings.

The Inspector of Buildings is hereby authorized to issue a permit for construction upon
receipt and approval of a building application and detailed construction plans.
