If a program meets more than 4 times, you will receive a refund minus a $20 admin
fee if you notify the Rec.

Come along to enjoy some of Wellesley’s beautiful open spaces and discover trails that will expand your recre-
ational options! The walks are free, and no registration is required. Most walks cover 1.5 to 2 miles and last about
one hour. Participants are encouraged to wear sturdy footwear.

NORTH FORTY ¢ SATURDAY, SEPTEMBER 23 * 9 - 10am

Discover this trail in the North Forty and view the vernal pool from at the recently built boardwalk. This easy and
enjoyable walk will take trails adjacent to the Crosstown Trail along the Cochituate Aqueduct. Go through wood-
lands and a pine forest and see the community gardens. Meet at the North 40 trailhead located on Turner Road a
short distance from Weston Road. Please park on the wooded side of Turner Road.

TOWN FOREST « SUNDAY, OCTOBER1 * 1-2pm

Join us for a pleasant walk on the woodland trails in our Town Forest. The forest is the largest reservation in
Town and supports a wide variety of wildlife and birds in a natural environment. Walk along the Longfellow Pond
shoreline and see the remains of a once vital ice house. Climb to the top of a high spectacular esker deposited by
glaciers. Meet at the Longfellow Pond parking lot, located on the left side of Oakland Street 0.9 mi. south of Rt. 9.

Explore this open-space jewel and walk the woodland and meadow trails adjacent to the Bates School in Kelly Me-
morial Park and Boulder Brook Reservation.

Due to special events or circumstances, the Town of Wellesley reserves the right to postpone
activities in or around the Hunnewell Field Complex including the Hunnewell Tennis Courts.

NIGHT TENNIS & TENNIS LIGHT TAG HOLDERS:
Tennis court lights are in operation 7 nights a
week from end of April - end of November from
6:00 p.m. - 9:30 p.m. To use the Hunnewell Tennis
courts anytime after 6 pm you must purchase a
seasonal tennis tag. Revenue from tag sales off-
sets the cost of the lights. Please follow and abide
by the Hunnewell Tennis Court Rules.

TURNING COURT LIGHTS ON:

Each set of 4 tennis courts have a silver push
button with a strobe light at the top, by each
entrance. When players arrive, they need to push
that button and then the lights stay on for 1 hour,
with 5 minutes left in the first hour, the strobe light
will flash, indicating 5 minutes left in the hour.
Players will then need to go back and push the
silver button for another hour. This system was
installed to conserve energy, during inclement
weather days. There is signage at each button
with directions.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION:

Tennis Night Tags are available by calling the
Recreation Office, Monday - Friday from 8:30 to
4:00 pm. If you are an online user of Wellesley
Recreation, tennis tags may be purchased online.
You may use a copy of your online receipt until you

Tag Holders:

In an attempt to make sure paying tag holders are able to use
tennis courts at night, every tag holder will receive a “neon
yellow” colored lanyard along with their tennis tag. When you
arrive to the Hunnewell Tennis courts and find an open court,
please take your lanyard/tag and loop the lanyard/tag around
the Washington Street side fence closest to your desired court.
This will show that you are a paying Tennis Tag holder and that
you are using that respective court.

We hope this procedure will show who the paying Tennis Tag
holders are without having to be confrontational to someone
who is not. A Recreation Department employee will periodically
check to ensure night time players have purchased a Night Time
Tennis Tag. Please limit the number of balls used on your court.
Please be respectful and refrain from using a ball hopper during
peak times.
