Late applications and late follow-up information are subject to late fees. ($50 for the first day and $10 for each additional day) and may result in your inability to obtain a permit for your camp.

Documents that are incomplete or do not meet the requirements will be returned for revision. Camp staff and camper health records must be reviewed at least two weeks prior to the session opening.  It is YOUR responsibility to schedule this appointment with Molly Graham. 

Camps that DO NOT provide adequate documentation or complete forms will not be permitted to open.
Please remember that it is your responsibility to review and meet all current camp regulations. The regulations must be on site during camp operation. 
We understand that some Camp Directors may encounter campers with challenging behaviors, particularly as we are all aware that anxiety and depression are prevalent with our youth. Please keep this in mind as you enroll campers to ask parents about their children. The more information you receive at the onset, the more likely the camper will have a successful summer.
